When 
Ahab disregarded the counsel of the prophet Micaiah (who never 
wrote a single word of the Bible) he suffered the consequences for 
disobedience just as if it had been Isaiah or Jeremiah who had given 
the warning (1 Kings 22). When the Lord inspires a prophet, whether 
the message serves only to meet a specific need at a specific time, or 
whether it is canonized in the Scriptures for people in all ages, the 
degree of inspiration is the same. And the messages of all true proph-
ets of God, whether they are Bible writers or not, will be in perfect 
harmony with the written Scriptures, by which all things must be 
tested.
